
CTB Decision Brief
Bridge Naming:  “H. Frank Watson Memorial Bridge”
Issue:  Commemorative naming of the bridge on Route 880 over Dry Creek, Lee County.
Facts:  On July 17, 2012, the Lee County Board of Supervisors passed a resolution

requesting the bridge on Route 880 over Dry Creek be named the “H. Frank Watson Memorial Bridge”.  Mr. H. Frank Watson was born on August 3, 1920 in the Hunter’s Gap Community near Jonesville in Lee County, Virginia.  Mr. Watson served in the U.S. Army during World War II with the 28th Infantry Division in France, Belgium, Luxembourg and Germany.  After his discharge from the Army and graduating from college, Mr. Watson returned to Lee County to serve as an educator in the Lee County School System for 33 years.  He retired as Principal of Flatwoods High School in 1982 and was able to devote more time to his second profession which was farming.  He was active in his community throughout his lifetime, serving as a member of the Flatwoods United Methodist Church, Flatwoods Ruritan Club, American Legion Post 185 and the Lee County Farm Bureau.   
Recommendations:  VDOT recommends this request be approved.
Action Required by CTB:  The Code of Virginia requires a majority of the CTB members to 
approve a resolution naming the bridge.  A resolution will be provided for the Board’s

consideration.

Result if Approved:  Route 880 over Dry Creek, Lee County will be known and signed as the 
“H. Frank Watson Memorial Bridge”.  In accordance with law, the County will reimburse the 
costs associated with providing and installing the necessary signs and VDOT will invoice 

 accordingly. 

Options:  Approve, Deny, or Defer.
Public Comments/Reactions:  VDOT is not aware of any opposition to this proposal.
