Bridge Naming: “Herbert Alanson Frye Memorial Bridge”

Issue:  Commemorative naming of the bridge on Route 91 that spans Laurel Creek in Smyth County.
Facts:  On April 9, 2013, the Smyth County Board of Supervisors passed a resolution requesting the bridge on Route 91 that spans Laurel Creek be named the “Herbert Alanson Frye Memorial Bridge”.
Herbert Alanson Frye, Aviation Structural Mechanic 1st Class, served in the United States Navy as a Structural Mechanic, 1st Class, VF-74, CVW-17 U.S.S. Forrestal, TF 77, 7th Fleet and died at sea while serving his country.  He lived near the bridge over Laurel Creek and traveled over it for many years.  The Saltville Veterans of Foreign Wars requested the assistance of the Smyth County Board of Supervisors in the naming of the bridge on Route 91 that spans Laurel Creek the “Herbert Alanson Frye Memorial Bridge”.
Recommendations:  VDOT recommends this request be approved.
Action Required by CTB:  The Code of Virginia requires a majority of the CTB members to approve a resolution naming the bridge.  A resolution will be provided for the Board’s consideration.
Result if Approved:  The bridge on Route 91 that spans Laurel Creek in Smyth County will be known and signed as the “Herbert Alanson Frye Memorial Bridge”. 
In accordance with law, the County will reimburse the costs associated with providing and installing the necessary signs and VDOT will invoice accordingly. 
Options:  Approve, Deny, or Defer.
Public Comments/Reactions:  VDOT is not aware of any opposition to this proposal.
