The purpose of the project is to make spot improvement on I-66 to improve the safety and operations of the roadway by converting the existing westbound shoulder into an auxiliary lane between the on-ramp from Washington Blvd and the off ramp to the DAAR Connector. This improves a major weave movement prior to the traffic split between the DAAR Connector ramp and WB I-66. Included in the safety improvement are the upgrade of existing guardrail and the relocation of impacted lighting, signing, and utilities. Removal and replacement of some existing sound walls and installation of sound walls in a couple of new locations is also planned. Additionally, two bridges will require widening.  The project has been coordinated with the sound wall construction along the DAAR Connector ramp, and will extend the sound wall constructed under that project.

This project will remove and replace the present steel-beam/deck-truss bridge with an 8-span, 1,910’ x 96’ steel-beam & concrete structure. In order to maintain traffic during construction, the new bridge will be slightly offset to the east, matching the new North Fork Bridge. The new structure will provide two additional lanes to remove Route 340/522 left-turn traffic from the through (northbound) movement. Along with the bridge replacement the project will reconstruct approximately 4,000’ of roadway along Routes 340/522 and 55.

The purpose of this project is to provide more capacity along Lynnhaven Parkway by adding an additional lane in each direction and creating a connection between Chesapeake and Virginia Beach by bridging a canal located between Centerville Turnpike and Indian River Road. This project is located in the City of Virginia Beach from a half mile east of Centerville Turnpike to just west of Indian River Road.  This stretch of roadway consists of primarily residential housing.  Currently Lynnhaven Parkway varies between a two-lane divided and four-lane divided roadway.  After construction, Lynnhaven Parkway will be a continuous four-lane divided roadway.  The traveling public and area residents will experience minimal travel impacts during construction.
