This Project involves the widening of existing I-66 from a four lane divided freeway to an eight lane divided freeway.   It is being procured as a design-build project.  
The project limits are from approximately 1.2 miles west of Route 15 (James Madison Highway) to approximately 0.8 miles east of U.S. Route 29 (Lee Highway) in Gainesville, for a total length of approximately 4.5 miles.   The Project includes the widening of I-66, replacement of existing bridges at Old Carolina Road/Jefferson Street and Catharpin Road over I-66, as well as modifications to the I-66 off ramp.   The widening of I-66 will provide one High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV) and one Single Occupancy Vehicle (SOV) lane in each direction and widened shoulders.  
The Project shall include, but not be limited to, the following elements: 
(a) Interstate widening and bridge replacement
(b) Ramp widening
(c)  Retaining walls
(d) Sound barrier walls
(e) Overhead sign structures
(f) Storm drainage
(g) Stormwater management facilities
(h) Traffic signal modifications
(i) Pavement markers and markings
(j) Lighting
(k) Right of Way acquisition and utility relocations
(l) Intelligent Transportation System (ITS) components
The Project will be funded with federal and state allocations.
