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FY 2016 – FY 2016 SYIP Amendment for Transfer of Intercity Passenger Rail Operating and Capital for Southeast High Speed Rail Project

Issue:  The Department of Rail and Public Transportation (“DRPT”) was awarded a grant from the Federal Railroad Administration (“FRA”) for the Washington D.C. to Richmond Southeast High Speed Rail Tier II Environmental Impact Statement and Preliminary Engineering project (“Project”).  DRPT intends to expedite the National Environmental Policy Act (“NEPA”) compliance requirements for approximately 26 miles of third main line track between Franconia-Springfield Metro Station and Powells’ Creek in Fredericksburg, Virginia. 

Facts:  The Director of DRPT is authorized to administer and expend or commit, subject to the approval of the CTB, the Intercity Passenger Rail Operating and Capital (“IPROC”) funds to support the cost of operating intercity passenger rail service in Virginia.

Recommendations:  DRPT recommends allocating $3.5 Million of IPROC funds for the NEPA compliance requirements of the Project.

Action Required by CTB:  The CTB will be presented with a resolution for a formal vote to approve the IPROC funds for the NEPA compliance requirements.

Options:  Approve, Deny, or Defer.
