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Issues: The intersection of Route 1 and Route 610 (Garrison Road) carries approximately 70,000 vehicles per day, making this the highest volume intersection in Stafford County.

The proposed project involves improvements at the intersection of Route 1 and Route 610 (Garrisonville Road) in Stafford County. The proposed improvements consist of the construction of a second right-turn lane from southbound Route 1 onto westbound Route 610 (Garrison Road) near the I-95 Exit 143 Interchange to provide dual right-turn lanes, thereby reducing delays and queuing.  The existing lanes on Route 1 will remain in place and the proposed right-turn lane will be constructed adjacent to the existing right-turn lane. 

The Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) has determined that this project requires a shift in the Limited Access Control Line of approximately five feet along southbound Route 1, which must be approved by the CTB.
Facts:
· In accordance with §33.2-208 (B) of the Code of Virginia and the policies of the Commonwealth Transportation Board (CTB), a Willingness to Hold Public Hearing was advertised on February 17, 2015, and again on February 26, 2015, for the purpose of considering the proposed State Highway Project 0001-089-R29, PE-101, C-501, UPC 103082.
· There were no requests to hold a Public Hearing.
· This project is in compliance with National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) requirements based on the findings set forth in the Categorical Exclusion. 
· The economic, social, and environmental effects of the proposed project have been examined and given proper consideration, and this evidence, along with all other, has been carefully reviewed.
· The Stafford County Board of Supervisors has endorsed the project in a Resolution signed by the Stafford County Administrator on June 17, 2014.
· The FHWA has provided the requisite approval for State Highway Project 0001-089-R29, PE-101, C-501, UPC 103082 and the proposed LACC.

Recommendations: It is recommended that, pursuant to §33.2-401, of the Code of Virginia, and policies of the CTB, that the Route 1 and Route 610 intersection continue to be designated as a Limited Access Highway with the limited access control as described herein and that the CTB approve, by Resolution, the limited access right of way.

Action Required by CTB:  The Code of Virginia requires a majority vote of the CTB to approve the recommended LACC.  The CTB will be presented with a resolution for a formal vote to approve the limited access right of way modification as presented.  This Resolution will modify the approval previously granted by the CTB on June 19, 1986.

Result, if Approved: The Commissioner of Highways will be authorized to execute any and all documents needed to comply with the resolution, and the Route 1 / Route 610 project will move forward.

Options:  Approve, Deny, or Defer.
